Summer Reading Project 2011


Directions: After reading your book, choose one of the three projects below. It is to be completed thoroughly and will be due the First Friday of school. Each project will be graded on effort, reflection of understanding of the text, thoroughness and timeliness. 
 
1 – Original Comic: Choose one important event/moment from the book. For this moment, create a comic strip that is at least 12 boxes long. Each box must have both an illustration and text. Be creative and use color! Then, write one page explaining why the moment is important to the book. 
  
2 –Alternate Ending Using what you know about the plot and the characters, write a new ending for the book. The ending must be at least two pages long. Then, write half a page explaining why you chose to end the book in this way/where you got your inspiration for the ending.
 
3. Quote Analysis  Choose an important quote or passage from the book. You must explain what the quote means, why it is important, what it tells about the character and a personal connection it has to your own life. Your analysis must be at least one page long. Then, you must create an illustration to represent the quote.
